| read with interest your article "Behind the Wheel" in the December edition of Irish
Vintage Scene. You propose that some vintage club would organise a new Circuit of
Ireland rally for pre war cars up to 1939 and cite tourism for one who would benefit. |
agree. The Irish Model T Ford Club have it in mind to run a five day event of a tour of
Ireland. We would have a preference to try and keep the distance to 500 miles.
Members from around the country both North and South to take responsibility, within
the National framework, to organise one complete day from 5:00 pm for the next 24
hours. This would involve choosing the route, the stops and the overnight
accommodation. The entire rally must be affordable, the terrain must be suitable and
the venues at a reasonable standard. To extend this proposition to an International
event for all comers is beyond ourselves and another matter altogether. You might be
interested to learn that we organised an International Rally based in Cork and Kerry in
2005, that year being the one where Cork was the European City of Culture. At that
event we had a total of 80 cars, almost half of them coming from afar. We had entries
from Northern Ireland, Isle of Man, England, Wales, Scotland and Monaco. Many of our
visitors used the Swansea Cork Ferry and about six or so came in from Dublin. Our base
was Cork and the timing was early May. We started on a Wednesday and finished on the
following Monday. To get this off the ground, the serious and organised clubs should be
invited to express interest in the project. Once done suggestions and ideas should be
canvassed so as to get an early consensus of the broad parameters to which we would
set. After this process we set up a meeting with a view to driving the project forward. All
going well, the first International Historic Circuit of Ireland Rally would take place in
2012. These are my thoughts at this point in time. | am sure our Club will add its weight
and support to anyone taking on this task.

2 days to all members together with a short form edition of the financial
statements for the year ended 31st December 2010.

SECRETARY'S report was read out by W. Cuddy. 20101 was another
active year for our Club. We circulated in Spring and Autumn our
newsletter The Irish T Times. Our new web site is up and running and
after every event last year, we uploaded an assortment of pictures of
members and their cars thus giving a visual record of past happenings
for which many complimentary comments had been received from a
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worldwide audience. It seems that activity and successful events draw
membership which continues to grow. At the last count we had 114
members, an increase of 14 over the previous year. He paid tribute to
our outgoing President John Hendy for his leadership role in bringing
the Club to it's present day position making it one of the more
successful and active vintage car Clubs in Ireland in 2010.

Gordon Bennett International Car Rally 10" - 12th June 2011. Organised by the Irish
Veteran and Vintage Car Club; It commemorates the original Gordon Bennett race of
1903, one of the biggest motoring events of its time or since in Ireland. The 1903
Gordon Bennett Cup Race came to Ireland because of the remarkable victory by Selwyn
F. Edge in the 1902 race. The rules required the winning country to stage the following
year’s race and so unexpected was the British victory and so strong the establishment
opposition to motoring in that country that there was little hope of the race being
staged there. In 2009, it was announced at the commencement of the rally that the
entry of Model T Fords had for the first time surpassed the leading contenders of Rolls
Royce entrants. It is hoped that as many Model T Ford cars support this event again in
2010.
