In the years 1923 to 1927 10,000 Model Ts were 

assembled in Cork.   

Production started in USA in 1909 and after 18 

years of continuous development and improve-

ment of the basic vehicle, more than 15 million 

were made.  In fact during this time, half of the 

worldõs vehicles were Model T Fords. 

Each month from April to November an event is 

organized in different parts of Ireland where the 

turnout of Ts varies anything between 15 and 35 

vehicles.  Members are notified by post in ad-

vance.   

Events, both day and week ends, are very popu-

lar and provide a forum to share information and 

exchange experiences. 

One of the primary goals of the Club and its 

members is the preservation of  vintage and 

veteran vehicles.   

Our Club has close ties with The Model T Reg-

ister of Great Britain and is affiliated to the 

Model T Ford Club International Inc.  A wealth 

of information is available to those who seek.
